How do you start a church for people who don’t like church? First, it’s kind of a 
daredevil thing to do, so how do you know you’re even the guy to do it?

But let’s assume you are. How? How do you get atheists and agnostics to show 
up? How do you break their stereotypes of church? How do you convince the very 
unconvinced?

Vince Antonucci started Forefront Church in Virginia Beach in 1998. They reached 
70% unchurched non-Christians, and have seen about 1,000 skeptics give their 
lives to Christ and get baptized in only 12 years. Robb Overholt planted Epic City 
Church in Virginia Beach in 2004, an innovative church designed for cynics. In 
2010, Vince and Robb together launched Verve, a church in the heart of Sin City, 
focusing on people who work on and live around the Vegas Strip. In only a few 
short months they already have strippers, and Mormons, and homosexuals, and 
poker players, and atheists, and casino dealers, and Cirque Du Soleil performers 
coming, and coming to Christ.

In this lab, they’ll take you into the vault, sharing the 
principles these churches have lived by and hard lessons 
learned. And they will give you practical ideas that will 
vault you out so you can start a church for people who 
don’t like church.
